Math Trip - September 01, 2008 


When finding an average, we typically add the numbers up and divide by the number of items that we have.  This problem asks you to find an average but it requires a little more than just adding and dividing.  See if you can solve the problem.  The Math Team in Addville traveled to Subtractville for a math competition.  The bus averaged 40 mph from Addville to Subtractville but averaged 60 mph during the return trip.  What was the average speed of the bus for the entire trip? 50 mph is not the correct answer!!
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
