Lesson –  Multiplication

Introduction/Background –	Prior to the lesson, the older students will have a working knowledge of multiplication.  The younger students will be in the discovery phase.						








Task – (Can attach)Each student will get a set of manipulatives, number cards, and yarn.


The students will pair, one older and one younger student.


I will demonstrate grouping objects in the yarn circle.  Discuss how we could share the items ‘fairly’ among a given number of students.  Try suggestions kids give until two successful methods are given.  Then write the corresponding multiplication and division problem on the markerboard.  Discuss math terms like equal, groupings, sums,  fact families, etc.


Give each pair a different math equation to solve (32 divided by 4).  


Each pair will explain to the group how they solved their problem and the fact family they created.


They will then switch partners and work a second problem.	


After the work time, have the students tell when division and multipliction would be useful in the classroom and in their everyday life.  Discuss when people might use multiplication or diviwion for their jobs.
