Lesson - second grade Math meeting for lesson 29

Big idea (Iowa Core Essential Concept /Skill) – Data Analysis - Collect, sort, organize and represent data to ask and answer questions relevant to the K-2 environment

HOT questions:

1. When and why would you need to know how to use a calendar?

2. Explain some careers/jobs that would use the skills of creating and using patterns.

3. Why is it necessary to know the temperature and does the temperature affect our daily life?
Introduction/background – 

Student of the day completes math meeting board prior to math meeting. The entire class is involved in math meeting every morning to start the day. Math lesson and guided practice are daily also. Math meeting consists of a skills review including the use of and understanding of: calendar, graphs, clock, temperature, money amounts, patterns, counting and fact practice. (Saxon philosophy includes methods of incremental development and continual practice and review.).

The Meeting
Class checks to see if date is written correctly. Students identify weekdays, days of weekend, months, tenth month, month before and month after. What is the first day of the week?

Do all months have the same number of days? Is it important to know the date? Why? Do you ever use the calendar at home? Do you know anyone who uses the calendar and what do they use it for?
Lunch/attendance graph

Leader reports attendance and lunch count and class verifies the answers. 

Why does Mrs. Christensen need to put the attendance and lunch count on the computer?

Clock

Student verifies the time leader has shown on both clocks. What time will it be one hour from now?

How many minutes in an hour, half hour, and an hour and a half? If it is 12:30 now, what time will it be 35 minutes from now?

Temperature

Leader checks on computer for temperature, locates and marks number on thermometer, and puts appropriate tag on temperature graph. How many more cool days have we had than warm days?

What are we noticing about our temperature graph? Why are we seeing changes? Does the temperature affect our daily lives?
Money

Leader puts magnetic coins on board to show money amount. Class counts money with leader. 
Let’s come up with two other ways to show this money amount. Challenge - Show 47 cents using the smallest number of coins.

Pattern

Leader reads pattern on meeting board. Class identifies missing terms in pattern. Where do you see a pattern in the classroom? What careers/jobs create and use patterns?

Number of the day

Leader calls on 6 students to create and write a number sentence that equals his/her birth date number. Count number of days until an upcoming event. 
Counting
Students say odd numbers to 21, even numbers to 20, and tens to 100 forward and backwards. Leader shares answers he or she has written for daily count on math meeting board (start at 91 and count by ones). Leader does first and third row while class joins in on second row.  Class gives thumbs up if they agree and thumbs down if they think the leader needs to try again. Show me three ways you checked your answers vertically.
Fact practice

Doubles plus 1 fact practice 29 A 

Class is given a 2 minute timed fact practice over doubles plus 1 after a short study session with study buddy. They are assigned side B for homework.
