Memory Book
Through the course of this semester, we have been focusing on the 6+1 Traits of writing.  As your final project, you will be incorporating all 6+1 traits into one Memory Book to give to a loved one.

1. Choose a loved one you would like to create a book for.

2. Choose or take 10 pictures you would like to incorporate into the book.

3. Decide on an overlying Theme you would like to express throughout the pages of your book.  You can either choose this theme prior to choosing your pictures or gather your pictures and decide on the common theme among them.

4. For each image create a one-page reflection about a specific memory or why you believe this image relates to your loved one.  This reflection should showcase your ability to flawlessly write using 6+1 writing traits techniques demonstrated throughout the semester.

5. Organize the images and reflections into one cohesive book.

6. Write a process paper explaining how you went about creating your book.  This paper is not to be included within the actual memory book, but will be included in your overall score.

7. You will have two weeks to gather your information and create your Memory Book.  

8. You will also have one official writing conference with me.  During this conference you need to identify three areas you want me to focus on helping you improve. 

9. Print two copies of your final Memory Book.  On one copy you will highlight six different areas.  Each area should be an exemplar of your ability to use one of the six traits of writing.
10. Finally, after completion and scoring of your memory book, you will be able to give it to your loved one.
