“Video Newscast”
¿Que Pasa?

Overview: 

	Students will be working in groups of three to write and record a 3 minute “newscast” on current events from their countries. In order to communicate the topic of the current events in an effective way, students must consider the use of special effects, live/imported video, titles/subtitles, voice over narration, music and still images. The project will include:

· A written and revised original script with works cited.
· Gathered and organized video clips (created with a digital camera, and if necessary legal video clips from the internet) and still photos that are interesting and appropriate to your topic. 
· Varied and appropriate transitions.
· Legal music clips that enhance the theme and topic of your newscast. 
· Digital Storyboard

Purpose:

	The purpose of this project is for each student to understand and communicate the current events occurring in your countries today. What do you feel is important for your audience to know about your countries?

	1. Each student must locate 8 current events on the internet or in the paper (1 event for each of the previously discussed topics). The articles should be printed out and students will highlight the important information. 
	

	2. Group members will compile their events to create an outline of the newscast for production. Use Inspiration to outline the topics. (You need to report on all 8 topics, and have at least 2 news stories for each country.) 
	

	3. EACH student will write a rough draft of an original script pertaining to the current events. Your newscast should be in English, but should include the required Spanish vocabulary (see attached). Remember, you must site your sources in MLA format (I can help you!) The rough draft should be typed and turned in for review. You will have 8 rough drafts per group. 
	

	4. Students will create final scripts using the individual segment scripts that were turned in during step #3. Highlight any revisions and turn in again.  
	

	5. Create a storyboard using the worksheet template provided.
	

	6. Each student in the group will login to the server to create a project folder. That project folder will be called “Newscast Video Project.”
a. To create a new folder open your file and choose: file> new> folder and name it “Newscast Video Project (NVP)”
b. Create 6 new folders within the “NVP” folder and name them Music, Narration, Images, Notes, Script, Video
	

	7. Using Audacity, Windows Movie Maker, a headset and microphone, each student will record his/her portion of the “script” (newscast) and save it in the Narration folder in the NVP folder.  Each student MUST record at least 1 event.
	

	8. Collect appropriate images, videos, and music for the project. Save in appropriate files.
a. Images must be saved as a jpg. file to be used in movie maker
	

	9. Hand in your storyboard with all of the required information filled out
	

	10. Import all of the images, movie clips, sound files, etc. into Movie Maker.
	

	11. Create Movie Maker News Report 
	

	12. Save your movie project often!! Once completed, you must save it as a movie file. 
	

	13. Present your Newscast to the class.
