Introduction/Background –	 Book, characters, setting is introduced to student prior to reading.					








Task – Introduce vocabulary (Avocation, Compassion, Distort, Homosapiens, Mortified, Subliminally)  Discuss words and meaning and start a word sheet for binder.


Orally read the first chapter (pg. 7-12).


Complete a worksheet on comprehension skills and predicting what will happen in the next chapter.


Each student will pick one of the 3 main characters from the book and write a dialog from their point a view.  They will then read the dialog to the class.


Make an illustration on the scene they found most interesting from the chapter.  Label and title page and add to binder.


Using Comic Life program each student will generate a comic strip that illustrate a ‘moral’ value from the chapter/book.


When book is finished and binder is complete the student will share it with the class and take it home to their family.
