Suggestions from the group AIW group:
-Decide on how much time I actually want to spend on this lesson.  If I am able to spend more time, I am able to delve deeper into the material, and make the connection more meaningful.
-Make sure students are aware of the way in which this piece connects to their lives.  The text of this piece is powerful – could lead to some great substantive conversation.


Students are preparing for Corner Conference Vocal Festival on November 15th.  One of the pieces we are working on is Omnia Sol by Z. Randall Stroope.

In the middle of the piece, there is a short section in Latin, which repeats again toward the end:

Omnia Sol Temperat			The sun warms everything
Absens in Remota			even when I am far away
Ama me Fideliter			Love me faithfully
Fidem Mean No to			and know that I am faithful.


We will listen to a recording of this piece on YouTube.

Students will repeat the words to learn the pronunciation of the Latin text.  

Students will read the translation to themselves, then discuss with those around them what the translation means.  Each section will elect someone to be a spokesperson (one soprano, one alto, one tenor, one bass) to stand up and read the words to the class, and discuss the meaning they have interpreted within the section.  

We will discuss the meaning of the Latin section at as a group, and then generalize the meaning to the rest of the piece, and to the student’s lives.  

Questions to ask:
Where could this possibly fit into your life?  
Why does this text seem so meaningful? 
Have you had an experience that lends itself to a text such as this one?   
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
