Introduction/Background : The students have learned and used the problem-solving process each Friday for many weeks.  Each Friday a new math problem-solving strategy and problem was introduced.  I modeled how to solve a problem, we did guided practice and they had an independent problem to solve using the problem-solving process and the specific strategy for the day.  New strategies and new kinds of problems were introduced.  The students used strategies more than once with different problems.  A total of 10 strategies were introduced and used more than once.








Task – (Can attach):.  The students are to use the problem-solving process with a partner to solve page 55.  They are to discuss each step along the way and come up with a strategy they could use to solve this type of problem.  When finished, we discuss the steps as a whole group, specifically discussing what strategies each group used and why.  (What strategy did your group use and why?  Did you strategy work?  How can you tell?  Could any other strategies get us to the same answer?  Is there a strategy that is best? Why or why not?)


The students are then given page 56 for independent practice.  They are to follow the same problem-solving process and make a choice of what strategy to use to solve the problem.  The process and strategies are discussed the next day.
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
