EDI Lesson Design Framework Focused on a Think Aloud Model
Culminating Objective:  Analyze historical artifacts.
Enablang Objectives:  Use my schema and evidence from the text to make an inference.
	EDI components
	How is it done?
	CFU/Assessment strategies

	Preview /Review- connect to previous learning/preview new learning
	We have been learning about who, when and why people immigrated to America.  We have been inferring how people felt before, during and after their journey to America.  We have also spent a lot of time discovering the reasons why groups of people chose to move to America at certain times.  
	

	Learning Objectives- tell students what this process is and how it can help them
	Today we will be studying photographs of immigrants.  When you study photos you can really learn a lot about different people and times.  You will have to look at the photo and make decisions based on what you already know about immigration.  You will infer people’s feelings  as well as what is happening in the photo.  You will have a worksheet to help guide your thinking today.
	

	Model- Describe your thinking in the first person as you perform this process. No teacher/student interaction.


	Today we are going to look at a variety of photos of people immigrating to America.  I will model for you this process.  While I am modeling I don’t want you to share your thinking at all.  You will have a chance to share your thinking in a little while.  Here is the photo that I am going to be analyzing.  The first thing I want to do when I get my picture is just look at it for a couple of minutes to really figure out what is happening in the photo.  Now I am going to look at the people in the photo.  I see that there are 3 grown up women, 1 small girl and then it looks like there are three men in the background.  One woman might be holding a baby in the plaid blanket.  When I look at the women and child I see that they are all bundled up in warm clothing.  It looks like they have several layers of clothing on.  They all have their heads wrapped in scarves.  I also notice that they are carrying bundles in their hands.  All of their faces, even the little girl’s face looks very serious.  The people in this photo look to be walking somewhere.
Now I am going to infer some things that are going on in this picture based on my schema about immigration as well as evidence from the photos.  “I infer that these women must be immigrating in the winter because the picture shows me that they have so many layers of clothing on and I know from my schema that if it were hot outside they would probably take off their coats and hold them in their arms, because that is what I would do.  I am going to look at the rubric to see where this inference would fit.   Hmm, well I used evidence from the photo (wearing the winter coats) and I used my schema by saying I would take off the coat if it were hot.  I think this helps me better understand the photo so I believe that this is a level 4 inference.

“I infer that the picture was taken not very long ago because I think that these people look a lot like me and you and they are traveling on a boat.  Now let’s talk about this inference.  Well I did infer something.  I inferred that this picture was taken not very long ago (recently).  I said that the people look like you and me.  They do look like us, but they are not wearing clothes that we would really wear and we probably wouldn’t be carrying baskets.  Also, most people who immigrate to America now or recently don’t travel here on boats, so my information is not right and it doesn’t help my understanding. “  I did use evidence and my schema to infer, but it doesn’t really make sense and it doesn’t help me understand my photo.  This would be a level 3.
Now you are going to help me with my last inference.  I will tell you my inference and you are going to work with an elbow partner to decide what level this inference is.  “I infer that these women are just beginning their journey to immigrate to America because I know from the books that we have read that the journey is very long, difficult and dirty.  These women look healthy and pretty clean, so I am inferring that they are just beginning their journey.”  
Now I would like for you and your elbow partner to discuss my inference and to use your rubric to score it.  I will be walking around and listening to your conversations as you talk.  If you have a digital voice recorder sitting next to you, please turn it on before you begin your conversation.  Remember to be respectful of your partners when they are talking.  

Have students share out their thinking.  Call on multiple students to agree or disagree and why and at the end I will tell them that I believe it is a level 4 because I used evidence from the photo as well as my schema to infer and it helps me understand the photo.
The last thing I need to do when I am analyzing a photo is to think of any questions I might have about the photo and think about if I could get the answers to these questions.  “Where are these people leaving from?  What year does was this photo taken?  Why are these people immigrating to America?”  I might not be able to find the answers to these questions, but I could look for them on the internet or by reading more books about immigration.
	

	Guided Practice- Give students the opportunity to apply the process with your guidance. Students should explain their thinking. Teacher gathers information about students’ performance.
	Now you are going to have the opportunity to analyze a photo.  We will do this one together.  You are going to be working with 1 or 2 other students on this photo and then we will discuss it as a class.  I am going to show you the picture and when I do you should take a couple of minutes to really study the photo.  There should be NO TALKING.  All you should be doing right now is looking and thinking about what is going on in the photo.  Show students the photo and give them 1-2 minutes to study the photo.  
Now I would like for you and your partner/partners to talk about the people you seen in the photo.  Have a couple of people share out their thinking on the people in this photo.  

What are some of the objects you see in the photo?  You and your partner should write down some of the objects you see on your photo analysis worksheet.  Give students a couple of minutes and share out their thinking. 

What are the activities that are happening in the photo?  Please take the time to talk about this in your group and write them down.  Share thoughts as partners and as whole group.

NOW it is time for you and your partner to do some inferring about what is going on in the photo.  I want you to think about what you already know about immigration as well as the evidence from the photo to help you make your inference.  Remember to start your inference by saying “I infer ______________ because the photo _______________and my schema____________.”  I would like for you to try to come up with 2 or 3 things you could infer.  Remember an inference is an educated guess about something you may or may not ever know the answer to.  You can infer feelings or what is going on.  I will give you about 5 minutes to work with your partner and then we will share out some of our thoughts.  

After students are done with their inferences I will call on a student to share their thinking.  I will tell students to really listen to what is being said and that the next comment should either add on to the first persons thinking or politely agree or disagree with someone.  If you agree or disagree you need to say why.  “I disagree because…”
Have a few minutes of conversation about these inferences that were made.

I would like for you and your partner to jot down any questions you have about this photo before you get your own photo to be an expert on.
	

	Individual practice- Each student practices.
	So I have modeled photo analysis and we have done one together as a class.  You and your partner/partners will have the chance to become an expert on one of your photos.  Each group will have their own photo.  You will study and infer  about your photo.  After you have had enough time to become an expert you will share them to the class.  You will also share these with your families.  Give students ample time to become experts on their photo and a chance to share their thinking with the class.  The sharing will probably NOT start today.    
	

	Closure- remind students of the complex process modeled.
	Today we analyzed photos about people who have immigrated to America.  We inferred many things about what was happening in the photos and explained how our learning has grown because of this process.  
	

	Next step:
What have I learned from the evidence of my students’ learning?

What adjustments will I make in the future lessons?
