Pointillism 

Overview:
 	Students create a pointillism picture of their choice. The challenge to their project is that the entire thing must be done only using dots, much like the artist George Seurat, which we discuss in class.  From a distance the colors come together to form the patterns, lines and shapes of their image. At the conclusion of this project I take the students through a virtual tour and the students are asked to recognize pointillism in various works of art. We also discuss where you might find a work of Art done by George Seurat in the real world and why his paintings as well as other artists work is important to people. As an extension to this project, I have the students create their own art style.

· 9"x12" white paper
· Pencils
· fine tip colored markers
· examples of artwork by George Seurat

Pointillism Butterfly

Overview:
 	Students create a pointillism picture using the subject of butterflies as their inspiration. They use a butterfly tracer to map out the shape of the butterfly, later they fill in the wings and body with patterns and color. We also talk about mirror symmetry since the patterns on a butterfly's wings are always the same. The challenge to their project is that the entire thing must be done only using dots, much like the artist George Seurat, which we discuss in class.  From a distance the colors come together to form the patterns, lines and shapes of the butterfly. At the conclusion of this project I take the students through a virtual tour and the students are asked to recognize pointillism in various works of art. We also discuss where you might find a work of Art done by George Seurat in the real world and why his paintings as well as other artists work is important to people. As an extension to this project, I have the students create their own art style.
