To Kill a Mockingbird

Pre-reading activity
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Step 1

Each of you will pick a topic that you will need to research.  You will have today and tomorrow to research your topic.  This is a very crucial part of the project.  You will need to sift through the information and decide what is important to tell your classmates and what is not.  There will be A LOT of information…don’t freak! 
You will be required to have two sources: an online source and another source.  You may be able to interview someone or find a book.

Step 2
After collecting your information, you will decide how you are going to present it to the class.  The order in which you will present will be random.  When your topic is drawn, you will present. 

Possible ways you can present:

1) A short video w/ a handout explaining the event/person. (Yes, you make the movie.)  :-) 
2) Create a graphic organizer linking events and people--- show pictures.

3) On a piece of tag board, make a collage of the event/person. On the back using bullets, write 15-20 definitions, phrases, sentence, or paragraphs explaining this event/person.

4) Show a map explaining the event/person.  If it is a person who was a leader, what countries were they from…Did they ever attack take over other countries?  If it is an event, what were the major land marks, conflicts, etc.?
