After each specific activity entered in your diary, write the documentation for the source(s) used (Use perfect MLA documentation).  You are responsible for writing a works cited page, which will include the various sources used in your diary.

You must first decide the person you will become:  name, age, gender, social class, and occupation.  Remember the time you are from; all details must fit.  ALL personas MUST be of people living in America as the war unfolds.  YOU CANNOT BE INVOLVED IN THE COMBAT.  You must touch upon at least 10 of the areas listed below in your diary entries:

ASSIGNMENT EXPECTATIONS:

· Research information must be detailed.
· One basic diary entry must be at least 200 words in length (thus you should have 1000+ words total).  You may have more than 5 entries, but no entry can be less than 100 words.
· Informal writing, though spelling, grammar, etc. will be evaluated.

· Use 4 different sources (1 must be a book, and the rest can be anything.  Encyclopedias are not counted as a book source).

· Rough and final diaries must be typed.
