1. Create a news story that might be read on the 6:00 news describing the deaths of Romeo and Juliet and other related circumstances.

2. Invent the detailed obituary of Romeo and Juliet that might appear in your morning newspaper.

3. Write a business letter to Montague and to Capulet, warning them of the conspiracy and suggesting some course of action.

4. Answer such a letter (#3), such as Montague or Capulet might have.

5. Create the letter that Friar Laurence sent to Romeo in Mantua, describing his and Juliet’s desperate plan to free her from marrying Paris.

6. Compose the letter that Romeo writes to his father just before returning to Verona to the tomb.

7. Write the entire story in the form of a letter, dairy, or a journal entry, or write a telegram about it.

8. Develop an editorial relevant to the happenings of the story.

9. Design a WANTED notice for Romeo.  Describe his physical appearance, the kind of person he is, the crime he has committed, and any special dangers he poses to the community.

10. At the high point of the story, the protagonist must make the crucial choice.  He/She needs advice.  Send the letter that one of the following might have sent to Romeo/Juliet: a) the mother or father, b) a minster or priest, c) one of the minor characters (Benvolio, Pairs, the nurse, or another), d) Ann Landers, e) you yourself.

11. Generate a different ending to the story and explain why you prefer it.

12. Create a poem pertaining to the story using poetic elements from our poetry/drama unit (examples: similes, metaphors, personification, allusions, etc.).

13. Write a scene as from a soap opera based story.

14. Create the opening remarks for Montague’s or Capulet’s defense attorney as if they had to go on trial for their responsibility in causing the deaths of their children.

15. If one of the surviving characters could look back at the events of the story form the perspective of old age, what would they say?  Make this a letter or a conversation with a son, a daughter, or some other young person.  Speculate on whether the person wishes he/she had acted differently or on how he/she would have changed events if they could have.


You do not have to imitate Shakespeare’s style and blank verse, but it would surely add to the assignment!

Be sure to use poetic language, puns, comparisons, and imagery.
