Lesson –   Popsicle Stick Rhythms

Introduction/Background –   Students have learned different note values in chair rhythms lesson.  Students understand how many beats each note value gets.  Students have counted and clapped rhythms from the board.  Students have learned the song “Bobby Shaftoe”








Task – (Can attach)


The students listen to the song “Bobby Shaftoe” swaying to the beat.  Teacher writes examples of 4 beat rhythm patterns and has students sway.  Students identify swaying as the beat and state there were 4 beats in each teacher example.  


Each student gets popsicle sticks, a paper with 4 beat lines, and a marker or crayon and is assigned a space in a circle to write their pattern.  Students put their names on their own paper.   Students should be able to count and clap the 4 beat pattern.  As a class we sing the song “Bobby Shaftoe” and I point out Bobby Shaftoe is a sailor.  The next time we sing the song the students sail to the next pattern for 4 beats. 


After we sing the song several times and I assess the students as they read.  Students go back to their spot and can change their rhythm pattern or write down the original pattern on their paper with the marker.
