Introduction/Background –  I am using Project Read and Visual Phonics to teach the phonics of reading to my 2nd graders. I have taught/reviewed all of the consonants, and short and long vowel sounds. I have, in the past, had difficulty with teaching the spelling of –ng and –nk words.








Task – (Can attach) Monday : I will go through the sound pack reviewing all the sounds learned so far. I will use the slide and post it notes to have the students practice reading –ang, -ing, -ong, and –ung. The students will also learn that e is not allowed on the playground as there is no –eng. The next Monday I will do the same with –nk. I will hold up the cards that have –ng written on them and demonstrate the sound and hand shapes for each of the –ng sounds. Again next Monday I will do the same with –nk sounds. The students and I will use the hand shapes to read words that end with –ng and the following week –nk. Next, the students will read sentences that contain –ng and the next week –nk. Tuesday: I will begin with the sound pack review. We will then read stories containing words with –ng and the following week –nk. Wednesday: Same as Tuesday. Thursday: Begin with sound pack review. I will dictate the –ng spelling words and sentences for the students to write on white boards. The following week the students will write the –nk words on white boards. Friday: Give the spelling test containing –ng words and the following week words with –ng and –nk. Use a real slide for students to go down while they hold the ng and nk cards. Highlight ng and nk words.on a wrksheet and/or story.��
