Grade 4

Lesson Objective:

Expressing empathy for someone.

Introduction:

1.  Review feeling words by having the students “popcorn” feelings.  Students will share feeling words.

2. Review non-verbal ways feelings are expressed.  In pairs, students will demonstrate a feeling word and their partner will guess what feeling they are demonstrating.

Lesson:

3. Present the lesson poster and story. Discuss expressing empathy.

4.  Divide the students into groups of two.  Each group has a situation and have them write three sentences expressing empathy.

5.  Each group will practice their role play using their sentences and then present their role plays.

6. How or when might you express empathy at school, with friends, at home and in the community.

7.  Express empathy through letters to a community person.
