“Who Are You?” Self Portrait

Thoughts to Ponder:

As people, we are constantly developing our identity by our experiences and interests. Think about all the experiences you have had up until this point in your life? Any positive and/or negative experiences? How have those experiences affected or influenced you? How about the people in your life? How are those people contributing to your identity?

Think about all the things you enjoy doing in your spare time. Think about the activities you participate in school. Have those interests changed over time?

The questions above are examples of components that help develop our perspective and identity. We develop our identity by what we take away from these learning experiences.

After all, we can learn something new everyday!

Mission: Create a composition that symbolizes your identity, maybe as a person, a student, an artist, an athlete, a friend, family member, etc. This is your time to discover who you are right now, at this moment, and what you are interested in. Focus on creating an interesting composition that fills the entire piece of paper. We will discuss in class some possible solutions in creating compositions that fill the paper. We will also discuss as a class some examples of portraits that other artists have constructed, and how they might have included their identity and/or their personality. Your choice of medium.

Requirements for Project:

-Paper: 12 in. X 18 in. or 18 in. X 24 in.

-Must include a self-portrait

-Brainstorm Ideas

-Complete mission

-Journal “Thoughts to Ponder,” “Brainstorming,” and the experiences you have

              encountered while making this piece of artwork. Make sure you include your

              written response to the goal on the rubric. Explain the reason why you did what

              you did.
