Content standard:  Students can comprehend what they read in a variety of literary and informational texts.  Benchmark:  Students can identify author’s views or purpose.
*Imagine a world in which people always act “reasonably” instead of emotionally.  Please read/discuss the following questions with your group.  Then please designate a writer to record your collective thoughts on a sheet of notebook paper.  Your responses should be at least one paragraph of at least 6 sentences.
1.  How would life be different?

2.  Would life be better or worse?   Why or Why not?

3.  Please silently read the two student readings I have provided.  What is the view of each author?   Is the author presenting rational statements or emotional statements?   Be sure to support your answer with evidence from the readings.

4.   What is your opinion of the issue?  Should the Muslim Community Center be built in the proposed location?  Why or why not?
