Learning Logs/Video Diaries
The Roaring Twenties through the Great Depression

	Students will individually, either create written learning logs or video diaries throughout our units on the Roaring Twenties and the Great Depression.  These learning logs will be like journals that you would have kept if you lived during that time period.  Each student will take on a role as a person who lived through the 1920’s and 1930’s.  Students will describe who they are, where they live, family, job, etc.  Building on these ideas, they will discuss the impact that the Roaring Twenties, the crash of the stock market, and the Great Depression had on themselves and their family.  There will be nine journal entries or logs that will describe the impact of these events and trace their life through this time.  You will need to tie these events together and show how your life continues to be changed by these events.  You will need to use additional research through internet sources, videos, or interviews of people who lived through the Depression to find more ways in which families were impacted by the events.  Pick at least two of those sources to find additional information to use in your logs or diaries.  The last journal will ask you to tie one of these historical events to today.  How does it impact us today or what relationship could you make to today’s economic events?  This will also require additional research and you should include two sources of information for your last journal or diary.  Students will be asked to share their journal entries with a peer in the class.  This will help you to develop ideas and give peer feedback to expand on your ideas.  These journals/logs will be completed as we go through the unit and will be due at the end of the unit.  Class time will be given to complete these logs, however additional time may be needed.  They need to be typed and students should use information not only from our class discussions, but also from their own research.  There needs to be creativity in your writing or videos.  Points will be assessed for research and creativity in your product.
