Approximate each answer by rounding.  Show the work including the rounded values you used in your calculations so I can see your thinking, and explain your answer.

8.  You took your boy/girlfriend on a date for his/her birthday last weekend.  The meal cost $86.92.  (It was a fancy restaurant, and you ordered dessert.)  You left a $12 tip for the waiter.  You meant to leave about 15%, so you were surprised when the waiter seemed to be glaring at you as you left.  Did you miscalculate the tip and leave way too little, or was the waiter just in a bad mood?  Explain!
If you miscalculated, how much should you have left as a tip?  

If you were explaining to a friend how to calculate a 15% tip, what would you tell him/her to do?
