	The student assisted with the activity the whole class period.  The student participated in the presentation.

	Presentation
	The students worked together and presented the activity.  All the students participated in the presentation.  The presentation of the activity was clear and easy to understand.  Jobs were evenly distributed during the activity.
	The students worked together and presented the activity with little to no conflict.  All but 1 or 2 students participated in the presentation.  The presentation was clear; however, it was a little difficult to understand.  Jobs were distributed during the activity.

The sources are just written down, but not properly.
	The paper includes 1-2 paragraphs about the activity and how it’s relevant to psychology.  The paper includes: a brief explanation of the activity, why or how it is relevant, or how it could be used in a real world setting or a reflection.  There are no sources.
	The paper includes 1 paragraph.  The paragraph includes one of the following 3 items: brief explanation, why or how it is relevant to psychology, or connecting it to a real world setting or a reflection.  There are no sources.
