· To develop PowerPoint skills

· To develop organizational skills

· To develop presentation skills in front of peers

· To develop listening and questioning skills when fellow students are present.

· To create the first project for an ePortfolio

Final Technology Project

Project:

· Pick a controversial subject (suggestion:  use SIRS database) that interests you. It is your goal to become an expert concerning your stance on the topic (either Pro or Con).

· Check that you can find enough sources on your subject online and/or in books.  You will need to find at least three (3) reputable sources (not Facebook or anything with personal opinions) that you will cite in your report. 

· Keep in mind what point you are trying to make – present the facts but also include something you learned and why the subject is of interest to you.

· Make certain to cite all of your resources correctly, give credit where credit is due (also be certain to use quotation marks with any direct quotes and cite the source).  

· Be prepared to narrate your PowerPoint with more detailed information (may refer to written report for details but know your basic information)

· Be prepared to answer questions from the class.

End products will include:

A. 4 +page written report done in Word  (50 pts. possible)
This report will include:

1. ____ Title Page  (includes title, your name, may include a picture)

2. ____ Report - Minimum of two (2) pages double spaced with report written in own words, free                        from spelling and grammatical errors.
3. ____ Citations or References Page (give at least 3 citations written in APA format in alphabetical                         order, utilize BibMe or EasyBib)

4. ____ Notes:  Include any Word documents or handwritten notes that include original information                       from your online sources or books.

5. Additional Directions:  Make certain that you use an easy-to-read font, size 12 – 14.  Use 1 1/2 or                                       double spacing,

        Make sure to proofread your own document and also have someone else         proofread document --- no spelling or grammatical errors.

B. 8 – 12 slide PowerPoint Presentation (50 points possible)
This presentation will include:

1. ____ Title slide (title, your name, may include picture or border)

2. ____ Informational slides that include major points of presentation (your narration will go into a                                            more detail) and pictures.

3. ____ Citations slide (give at least 3 citations written in APA format in alphabetical order)

4. ____ Additional Directions: Make certain that your PowerPoint is easy to read and has NO spelling                                               errors.

C. Narration (part of PowerPoint presentation)
1. ____ Practice – Ensure that you practice your presentation before giving it to the class.

Important Points to Remember

· Save often!  (you do not want to lose anything you have typed)
· Edit often!  (Use Spellcheck AND either your peers and/or your teacher to help you to edit--your final product should be as error-free as possible).

· Write your written report first, then create your PowerPoint.

· Special effects like animation and sound can be added to your PowerPoint after everything else is completed. Do not overuse animation and sound since it will detract from your presentation.

· The library is open before school starts (by 7:45 a.m.) if you need extra time to work.
