Spanish IV Semester Project:

Traveling Abroad
Project Description:

For the Spanish IV Semester Project, students will be responsible for planning a seven to ten-day trip to a country that speaks Spanish as its official language.  This project must include what preparations must be made before leaving, actually going to the country, what you will do while you are there, where you will stay, and how much money each thing will cost.

Requirements:

1.  Students must pick one Spanish-speaking country to develop their trip around – no two students may do the same country.

2.  Students will be given a $3,000.00 allowance for which to plan this trip.  If more money is needed for a better hotel or more opportunities, you will also need to tell how you will make that extra money with a job, etc…

3. Students will be required to give proof of the cost of their flight, lodging and any excursions to official tourist destinations.  Students will also need to tell the current conversion rate for use in money spent in their country.

4.  Students will be required to tell what materials they plan to take with them on the trip and make sure that they know what is/is not allowed on their flight.

5.  Students will be required to visit at least three cultural destinations/activities during their visit and include a full description of each one.

6.  Students will be required to provide a full itinerary of what they will do, where they will go, etc…both before leaving, while in their country and as they return.

7.  Students will be required to include a list of at least 20 necessary vocabulary words/phrases that would be important to know on their trip.  At least five of these must be from a source other than your textbook.

8.  As a part of this presentation, students must also include information on why they have done different things.  For example, students should explain why they want to visit their cultural destinations and end with whether or not they would actually take this trip and why.

9.  Before actually presenting your project to the class, students will share their presentations with a partner.  During this time, the partner will help to check to be sure all requirements are in the presentation, that the presenter has used the verbs correctly, and that the presenter can present the information in a fluid manner.

10.  Students will be required to give a five to seven minute presentation in Spanish regarding their trip, what places they will visit, etc… to the class on semester test days.  Students may read it as a report, do a power point presentation, a poster, or any other pre-approved presentation method.  

11.  When presenting the project, the students are not allowed to simply read their report, but must have some eye contact during the presentation and display competency in using their Spanish language skills during the actual presentation.  Your presentation must use complete sentences.

12.  Students will be required to use and cite at least three different sources.  You may not ask other people for how to say things or use Internet translators.

13.  Students must hand in their presentation and include all of the requirements listed above – including a print-out of all sources.  The only exception to this is the textbook in which you only have to tell which pages you used.

Grading:

There are two ways in which students will be graded on this project – daily work and final presentation.  As students will be given some time to work on this in class, some of the daily assignments will be to simply work on the project.  
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
