Final Part 1

This project will be half of your semester test score.  You will be writing a children’s story using an online creator (storybird.com).  To be proficient your story will be required to have the following components:

· Use these structures at least once in your book:
· greetings
· ser and descriptions
· estar and feelings
· le gusta
· tener
· possession
· Use a grouping of vocabulary that makes sense with the artwork you choose.  Examples would be clothing, colors, feelings, school vocabulary, food items, restaurant, family members, weather and seasons…etc.  

· Have a title page with a picture.

· Be organized and logical.

· Contain complete sentences with more than 3 words per sentence.

· Have 10 pages with at least 3 sentences per page.

· Contain grammatically correct sentences.

· Be complete by the due date.

When completed you will do these things in the future:

· Read it to me during your speaking test.

· Read it to an elementary class next semester.

Note:  Any use of electronic translators, the excessive use of dictionaries and/or relying on friends/family to write this for you is not using what you have learned in class to complete the project and is considered CHEATING.  You will receive a ZERO for the assignment.

Speaking Test:

Your speaking test will be a conversation with me in Spanish.  I will be asking you questions using the things we have learned in class the first semester.

You will be expected to understand the questions and respond in Spanish.

You will also need to read your story to me using correct Spanish pronunciation.

This will be graded using a 4 point speaking proficiency grading scale.

4… You understand what I am saying and answer using complete sentences only in Spanish.  You read your book with good Spanish pronunciation.

3… You understand what I am saying and answer in understandable Spanish.  You read your book with understandable Spanish.

2… You miss some of the things I am asking and have a little difficulty answering in Spanish. You read your book to me in Spanish.

1… You are not very well prepared either for the questions or to read your book to me.
