Student Centered Classrooms
Attribute 1: Construction of Learning

· Educator engages all students to generate connections between background knowledge and authentic experiences that transforms to new understanding. 

· All students make connections between background knowledge and authentic classroom experiences in order to make decisions and solve problems.

Attribute 2: Meta-cognition

· The educator structures time and facilitates opportunities for all students to use meta-cognitive processes to reflect on what and how they learn. 

· All students understand and demonstrate the use of self reflecting on what and how they learn. 

· Educator models and demonstrates meta-cognitive processes during instruction by using examples of concrete experiences, collaborative discourse, and reflection.   
Attribute 3: Educator Student Partnership

· Educator is a co-learner.  Educator facilitates learning experiences that explicitly link critical content to all students’ current understanding and natural curiosity about a topic. 

· All students are engaged in decision making and have opportunities to explore topics of their choice while co-creating learning experiences to deepen their understanding.

Attribute 4: Collaborative Learning

· Educator facilitates and provides time for all students to participate in collaborative learning situations. 
· All students participate in opportunities to learn from their peers in a collaborative learning situation.
· All students participate in collaboration with student to student and student to educator interactions about the topic of instruction.

Attribute 5: Meaningful and authentic assessment in a real world context.

· Educator assesses all students’ ability to apply their knowledge of concepts and skill to contexts beyond the school setting. 
· Educator plans interventions and /or additional instruction for individual or groups of students based on the results of assessment (formal, informal, formative, or summative). 

· Educator provides interventions and /or additional instruction for individual or groups of students based on the results of assessment (formal, informal, formative, or summative). 

· All students demonstrate skills in assessing, monitoring and adjusting their own learning through a process of setting goals, establishing success criteria, reflecting on strengths and weaknesses and making adjustments in their learning.
· All students demonstrate skills in peer assessment.
