Lesson: Surreal Drawing

Materials: Surrealism Worksheet, Pointillism Worksheet, Computer Lab, Magazines, 6 x 9 White Paper, Fine Tip Sharpies, Pencils

Introduction:

Students learn a basic understanding of surrealism, by looking at a surreal poster.  The teacher informs them of it’s meaning.

Objectives:

Students will learn about surrealism.  Students will create a surrealist artwork using pointillism.

Procedures: 

Day 1: 

Students will complete a Surreal Worksheet, in groups, using a computer to view a slide show.  

WORKSHEET: 

Surrealism

Computer Lab Exercise

In a group, (2-3), have one person sign into the computer.  Go to google/images and research the word ‘surrealism’.  Discuss as a group.  

Do you like the art?

Find some interesting images to share.

Next, research ‘Rene Magritte’.  Browse through the images.  Discuss.

Then, research ‘Edward Gorey’.  Browse through these images and compare/contrast the two types of surrealism.

Day 2 and 3:

Students will practice their pointillism skills by completing a pointillism worksheet.

Day 4:

In a group, (2-3), have one person sign into the computer.  Go to google/images and research the word ‘surrealism’.  Discuss as a group.  

Do you like the art?

Find some interesting images to share.

Next, research ‘Rene Magritte’.  Browse through the images.  Discuss.

Then, research ‘Edward Gorey’.  Browse through these images and compare/contrast the two types of surrealism.

Day 5 and on:

Students will choose 6 different magazine/computer images.  They are to look for variety in texture and shape.  

Students will pick at least 3 to create a surrealist image collage.

Students will transfer their image a new piece of paper.

Students will use pointillism to complete the image.  They will need to erase pencil lines and such.

Students will grade their work and hand it in.
