Miss Cahill’s 2nd Grade Social Studies Lesson
Students have already gone over rules at home and school and done activities that pertain to the rules we have at school and home.
Students come to the gathering area to brainstorm a list of places where we have rules, other than home or school. We list the places that the students come up with on the board or on chart paper, and as a class we think of 2 rules that apply at each place.
After brainstorming, students return to their desks to make their very own poster that explains and illustrates a rule that we must follow at the place of their choice.  It can be a place we came up with that is on the board, or it can be another place that was not mentioned. 
The poster must contain the place that they must follow the rule (example: the store, the library, a restaurant, etc.) and at least one rule that must be followed. The students must make an illustration to go along with their place and rule.
The goal for each student is to have a finished product that could actually be hung up at the place they chose (if it was possible), and it would be able to provide people with an important rule that they would need to know in order to stay safe and be respectful while they are there.
Students share their posters with the class.
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
