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Directions-Create a poster using the requirements from the list “How to make a good poster”. Draw using this year’s theme “Children Know Peace”. Color the poster using colored pencil.
How to Make a good poster:
1. Images that visual represent the theme
2. Use of Space 
3. Creativity- Will your poster stand out from your peers?
4. Size of objects- Can objects be seen from a distance?
5. Neatness- in the drawing
6. Color Choice and color neatness
7. Create a border if needed
Preplan ideas:
Write or draw ideas that visual represent Peace










Ideas prior to starting the peace poster contest:
Start with a writing about the word Peace and what is means to each student.
Have students draw 3-5 visuals that illustrate what they thought Peace represents.
Show three posters from past student work and have the students rate these with a rubric on creativity, theme and what the story might be behind the illustration.
Talk about how to tell a story through visuals because the poster can have no words or numbers.
