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7th grade Art
Day 1
Target- students will complete a color wheel using watercolor. Color Wheel will be labeled.
On the Elmo bring up a color wheel that is labeled. Have students put name and sec. on their paper and label starting with yellow at the top.
Teacher show how to mix paint in the watercolor palette. Add water to the yellow and explain that it is concentrated so a little goes along way. Then show how to carry yellow to the top of the palette and the blue next to the yellow. Explain how to mix a brush of blue into the yellow. It is faster and takes less yellow which saves time and money. 
Day 2 
Target- Create a lesson for the class that involves knowledge of vocabulary, be able to demonstrate color mixing, and how value, complementary colors, analogous or warm and cool colors relate to your everyday life.
Sketchbook assignment: What are the 3 primary color? Red Blue and Yellow  The 3 main colors on the color wheel. All colors are mixed from these three. You have to buy these three colors.
Mix secondary colors on the wheel. Demo how to mix yellow-green using the palette.
Finish wheel dry. Cut out wheel glue to a folder make sure wheel is still labeled and has name and sec. on the cover.
Day 3
Each student should have their color folder out and their sketchbook open
Sketchbook : “What are intermediate or Tertiary” colors that are in-between the primary and secondary colors. They are two word colors like yellow-green.
Students get into groups: value scale, complementary, analogous, and warm and cool colors.
1. Get together and see what you already know about your subject. Make a list.
2. How can you reach your Target Goal? Brainstorm and make a list of what you need to Know.
3. Divide up Jobs
4. Make A Time Line
5. Review Target
6. Take the on-line Pre-Test. Print the results and keep it in your folder.
Day 4
Sketchbook: What is your job during this project and how do you plan to meet your Target?
Write three sentences and draw one image.

Computer Lab: open email and go to the website listed and take the pre –test. May take notes and interact with the wheel first.

Work Time /Turn in notes from Recorder

Day 5
Sketchbook: What is your favorite color and why?

Continue to work in groups by now they should have figured out meaning of their word, jobs, and should be working on the lesson. Practice making their lesson project as a sample.

Teacher will go around and check on group ideas and see if they need help moving forward.

Day 6 -10 groups taught their lessons
Day 11  took Test ( Same test that was revised last month) Same test that the 8th graders took after doing the old worksheets. I hope to see better test scores because students took ownership of their own learning.
