	1. Make connections between the life of Tennessee Williams and his characters and situations from Glass Menagerie.  In what aspects is the play autobiographical?  What details have been changed or distorted?  What was the effect?
	1. Perform a monolog from one of the plays below.  Include an introduction that explains the context of the speech within the scene.  Performance will demonstrate GOTE. 
(Videotaping performance as example for classroom use gives level 2 credit.) 
	1.  Create a collage of photos that help you represent the symbolism, time period, themes, or mood of either Glass Menagerie or Streetcar.   

Present collage to class with explanation of choices made. 

	2.   Compare characters or themes from Glass Menagerie and Streetcar.

Illustrate comparisons using specific details from the scripts.


	2.  Perform in an ensemble scene from Glass Menagerie, Streetcar, or Crucible.  
Your character will be your best interpretation of who he/she is and play to his/her GOTE in the scene. 
	2.  Sketch a floor plan and front elevations of either Glass Menagerie or Streetcar. Choose set pieces and/or decorations which are symbolic within the context of the play.  

Write a brief explanation of choices made. 


	3. Read and analyze an additional script from the choices. Compare/contrast with either Menagerie or Streetcar.  In an essay, discuss the role of Southern Puritanism and how we see characters struggle against confines of these strict principals.
	3.  Direct a scene using your choice of ensemble.  Help direct your actors to your embody your vision of how this scene should be played within the contest of the show.  Must include a floor plan of set and explain your blocking choices in a brief paper.  
	3.  Write your own memory scene.  Try to emphasis particular aspects of the memory in the script.  Include a short explanation of the basis for your scene and the overall impact intended.  (This can be done as a written intro or embedded in the scripts as stage directions.)

Make a choice in each column for assessment of your understanding of Tennessee Williams and Southern Puritanism.   Choices need to reflect level of difficulty that equals at least a 6 for full credit.
