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The leader of the band aboard the Titanic was considered a hero – not because he saved lives, but because he and the rest of the band continued to play while the ship was sinking in order to try to keep the passengers calm.  Using the research that you have completed on four people aboard the Titanic, pick out the one person that you would consider to have been a hero.  Then, write a journal entry identifying this person and explain why you consider this person to have been a hero on the Titanic.
