Thousand Acres Book 3 Quiz
You will make your own quiz over Book 3, provide an answer key, and will take someone else’s quiz in the class.  
Your grade will be based on the questions you ask and the answers you provide and NOT on the grade you receive from taking another classmate’s quiz.  
 (30 points)
What to do:
1.  You must have a minimum of 10 questions—more may be needed to cover the entirety of the book.
a. Questions must be a combination of comprehensive (what happened) as well as analytical (why it happened) questions.
i. 6 comprehension questions
ii. 4 analytical questions
1. One question should contain a quote from Book 3 and ask an analytical question pertaining to that quote.
iii. 4 questions MUST be essay in format.
b. [bookmark: _GoBack]You will have to “Add Feedback/Explanation” when you are finished writing your question.  This should at least a couple of sentences that explain the question or answer.  
c. You may use your book to make the quiz—don’t rely on leafing through the book!  You will not have enough time if you go through the book page by page—you will have to make questions off the top of your head as well.

2. Go to www.proprofs.com  and sign in
a. On the top of the screen, click on “Create a Quiz”
b. Begin to “Add Questions”
c. No matter which type of question you ask, click on the “Add Feedback/Explanation” link on the bottom of the question box.  Put clarifying information in there that explains the answer to the question you wrote—this will be part of your quiz grade as well.
d. SAVE OFTEN!!!
e. When finished making questions, click on the “Save & go to final step”
i. No need to make any changes to the next page, “General Settings”—click on the “Save” button as well as “I am done changing settings” button
f. It will go to the My Quizzes page—email the quiz to me in order to turn it in

 Examples of Comprehensive vs. Analytical—use the Bloom’s verbs to help get you started!
3. Comprehensive:  questions regarding WHAT happened in the book.
i. What kind of game did everyone play for two weeks?
1. Monopoly
a. Explanation:  Because of Jess’ reappearance on Calbot Road (and Ginny’s attraction to him), Ginny, Ty, Pete, Rose and Jess play Monopoly every night for two weeks.  It is a time for them to rediscover themselves and become reacquainted with each other.  
ii. Why didn’t Rose buy any clothes at the store?
1. She didn’t like the way she looked in them (after her mastectomy) and seeing herself like that disheartened her.
a. Explanation: Rose had just gone to the doctor and earned a clean bill of health.  She was feeling alive and carefree and decided that a good way to celebrate would be to go shopping.  Trying on clothes at the store and looking at herself in the mirror once again reminded her that she is not a whole person and that she still has a long ways to go.
4. Analytical:  question regarding WHY or HOW something happened in the book.—choose questions that relate to some of the concepts in the book:  CONFLICT, FAMILY, MADNESS
a. Contrast Larry’s cabinets to Lear’s knights.
i. After Lear gave up his kingdom, he thought he would spend the rest of his days being fought over by his daughters and having a relaxing retirement where he is respected and loved.  He takes his knights with him to Goneril and Regan’s houses not because he needs to have so many to protect him but because it is a way of showing that he is still powerful and should be regarded in that manner.  Their refusal to house the knights is the beginning of his unraveling.
Daddy puts himself in the same situation—he gives up his “kingdom” and initially thinks that he will retire in glory.  He doesn’t realize that the girls and their husbands have plans of their own that they can bring to fruition now that Larry is out of the picture.  His purchase of the cabinets is to reassert his power.  They are expensive, they aren’t the right size, and they are left in the driveway for quite possibly the duration of the novel and to the distress of Rose and Ginny.
The expense of the cabinets is just like Lear’s knights—knights are expensive to have.  To be able to afford cabinets/knights only shows that Larry/Lear is manly or powerful enough to have them.  The fact that the cabinets aren’t the right size for the kitchen is like Lear in that Goneril and Regan try to tell Lear that the number of knights are too big and not the right size.  It is also another assertion of Larry’s perceived power over his daughters.  Lastly, leaving the cabinets in the driveway is a constant reminder to the girls that he has always had power over them and that he can still do what he wants.  It is also a first sign of his mental weakness.
ii. Justify Rose ending the Monopoly game.
iii. Rate the characters’ power amongst each other BEFORE the novel begins and be able to justify your rankings.  (Ginny, Ty, Pete, Rose, Caroline, Larry)
