Travel Project

Consumer Math 

Project Overview:

You will be planning a vacation. You will have many decisions to make: destination, transportation, lodging, meals, activities, etc. You will have to gather information and then assemble it and present your vacation plan to the class.

Destination:

You may choose a destination in the mainland United States 
Money:

You will have $1500 to spend. This needs to cover expenses for you and anyone else who goes with you.

Method of Travel:

You will plan two different methods of travel. You will plan to travel by car (or other personal vehicle) and by another method (air, train, and/or bus).

Project Contents:

Title Page which includes your name and your destination

Budget Summary for Trip

Detailed budget including such items as gallons of gas to be used, amounts of money per meal, etc. (You may determine the exact format of the budget, but the math needs to be shown that justifies the dollar amounts in the budget.)

Itinerary (Include dates, times, flight numbers, etc.)
Entertainment


(What do you plan to do during your vacation? Are you attending a particular event? Do you plan to visit museums, theme parks, etc.? This includes attractions during your travel and after you reach your destination. Don’t forget to include the cost of these in your budget.)

Extras


(You may choose to include photos or brochures that will illustrate the highlights of your trip. This is not required.)

Format:

You will be presenting your vacation plan to the class. You will use power point as a visual aid. You will need to share the document with Ms. Carlson joann.carlson@ops.org

	Content – Accuracy

5 points

	Sequencing of Information

	Effectiveness

	Project includes all material needed to gain a comfortable understanding of the topic. It is highly effective.

	Project is missing more than two key elements. It would make an incomplete guide.
	Project is lacking several key elements and has inaccuracies.
