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Introduction:
We talk about what a verb is and how it is used in a sentence.  We briefly go over a subject and predicate of a sentence and their purpose in a sentence.  This is done for a refresher to help understand the new lesson.


Lesson:
We go over the forms of verbs and their present/past tense forms.

Day 1:
Introduce present-tense forms of verbs be, do, have.  

be:  am, is, are
do:  do, does
have:  have, has

Examples from the book:  I am        a boy is            boys are 
			         I do          a boy does      boys have 
                  		         I have      a boy has        boys have 

Students and I will discuss the chart and how to use it.  With white boards students will be given a subject and they must provide the correct verb.  With their partner, students will discuss their answer and why they chose it.

Day 2:
Past-tense form of be, do, have

be:  was, were
do:  did
have:  had

Examples from the book:  I was      a girl was      girls were
			          I did       a girl did       girls did 
                                                  I had       a girl had      girls had 

Students and I will discuss the chart and how to use it.  With white boards students will be given a subject and they must provide the correct verb.  With their partner, students will discuss their answer and why they chose it.

Day 3:
Subject Verb Agreement:
The present/past tense forms of "be" must agree with their subjects.
We discuss and give examples of how the verbs must agree with their subject depending on the subject  (I, singular subject, plural subject)

Students will fill in the their own chart of the verb forms in present and past tense.  

We will do a practice game together online called Verb Viper.
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Day 4:
We will do a review over present/past subject verb agreement.  Students will use their charts, and with a partner provide two sentences with the present tense form and two sentences from the past tense form of a verb.  

Students will play the game Verb Viper or Blast the Rocket online.  



Assignments:  Workbooks pages focusing on present tense forms of verbs, past tense forms of verbs, and a combination of both.

Assessment:  Students must use the correct verb to complete the sentence.  
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
