Standard- Writing on Demand

Teacher:  Write a quote on the board. The  students will write a composition about the quote. The quote will be handed in at the end of the period.
Paragraph one explains the quote. What do you think the quote means? Start the paragraph with an interesting first sentence. Do not start the paragraph with: “I think the quote means” or “I think the author is saying….”.  

Paragraph two should explain how the quote affects you. Give examples.

Paragraph three is the so what paragraph. How does the quote affect the school, the area, the state, or the world. Relate it to current events or to future events. Try to think about the big picture.

Grade. The composition will be graded equally on form and ideas.

Assignment is due at the end of the period.
