Semester project
This project itself is worth 67 points with an additional 20 points possible for tasks performed on the day of the presentations for a total of 87 points which will count as 20% of your semester 1 grade!
With a partner hypothetically look at this week this time last year, pick ONE day and be prepared to compare and contrast the weather from that day with the forecast. The report/presentation needs to demonstrate your ability to use the preterite tense and Spanish weather expressions correctly. For example, "Tomorrow's high is 55 degrees with sunny skies which is quite different from last year. Last year on this day, we had 12 inches of snow and it was 5 below zero." This statement would count as two of your 8 statements, AND one of your preterite requirements.
· First find a map of the United States. 
· Then prepare seven statements about the weather of the U.S. using the map. In doing this, you must use all of the directions: north (al norte), south (al sur), east (al este), and west (al oeste). 
· Make an additional statement about the weather here in Iowa. (Total of 8 statements some are present tense and some are preterite tense)
· In addition to using Spanish weather expressions and directions, state the temperature of several major cities (at least 4) (La temperatura hacía (hace) ___________ grados). FYI - since you are doing some work in past tense, note that hace (present) becomes hacía (past) and está (present) becomes estaba (past). 
· Finally, use at least five additional preterite statements to go along with the weather report. For example, (Ayer en Nueva York, ellos esquiaron en el agua. o El año pasado había diez pulgadas de la nieve) 
· Film your report and turn it in to me via the internet or a flash-drive. Please be sure to read the rubric carefully!
· I will be asking you to assess your partner's collaboration (an additional 5 points) and some of your classmates' weather reports (an additional 5 points) during our scheduled semester test time. 
· Everyone will be presenting their weather reports during our scheduled semester test time.
· I will also be spontaneously asking you two questions each about either the current weather or a classmate's presentation during your presentation to see how well you know the vocabulary expressions and how well you were listening to your classmates' presentations. These will each be worth an additional 5 points.as
