Story 1.

BARBADOS: “A DREAMSCAPE”

Barbados is often called the gem of the Caribbean. Temperatures are warm and skies are sunny all
year-round. Rain is very infrequent and then lasts only long enough for a brief downpour. Within the
hour, the sun usually reappears, and baking on the beach can resume. The hot climate is tempered by the
mild, soothing trade winds which help to make Barbados a paradise.

Story 2.

GARLIC: A KEY TO GOOD EATING
AND GOOD HEALTH

In vampire stories, garlic is often described as a way to ward off evil. In real life, garlic is
a key to good health. Many scientific studies show that fresh or powdered garlic can lower
cholesterol and improve the way we feel. Garlic also has blood-thinning properties. AR
It can keep us “heart-healthy” and pump up our well-being. Eating garlic to stay healthy is
one more piece of evidence that suggests diet plays a key role in how well we feel and look.

Story 3.

THE RINGS OF SATURN

Saturn is encircled by a series of rings. These rings revolve around the center of the planet and
measure more than 170,000 miles across. They consist of three separate bands, two of which are bright and
separated by a dark division. The third, and innermost ring, is dusky in color and is
semi-transparent. These rings are formed from ice particles that range in size from dust
specks to fragments and chunks that are rock-like in appearance. The rings were
probably formed at the same time that the planet itself evolved.

The detail sentences that you underlined will help you to remember what the “story” was about. When you

read you will have to keep a sharp eye out for the details. You will have to recall what the story was about.

You must be able to identify key facts that you learned. This is a critcal skill. It is called “noting details” or
