Task – (Can attach)


*prepare a stack of notecards (each one with a verb, noun, or linking verb on it)


*review the definition of noun and verb


*ask a student to choose a card and act it out as in Charades with no talking while other students guess the action, then hang card in correct category on board


*continue as time allows or for each student to have a chance to perform


*when a student draws a card that is not an action verb, discuss with the class why it can’t be acted out, identifying the nouns or “other words”


*ask students to think of words that could be added to each category and why they fit there


*have each student add a word of their own to each category and explain why it fits
