Original Pre-reading Activity:

Divide the class in half.  One side of the room researches the 1930’s; the other side researches the 1960’s.  They bring in their research the following day, discuss as teams, create a poster of major concepts, and present to the class.



Revised Pre-reading Activity:

Divide the class into 6 teams; they are as follows:

1.) 1930’s Social Issues
2.) 1930s Economic Issues
3.) 1930’s Legal Issues
4.) 1960’s Social Issues
5.) 1960’s Economic Issue
6.) 1960’s Legal Issues


This provides more focused research and more student involvement.  It also makes the discussion of compare/contrast more clear and focused.
