Task – (Can attach)


We have been working on addition and subtraction facts using flashcards, number lines, touch math, computer, games  and just paper and pencil practice.


Today we will be playing a game called “Soccer Score”.  We use two number cubes or dot cubes (depending on their ability)  to add or subtract.  We pair up with a partner.  The goal is to be the first one to color in all of his/her soccer balls on the sheet.  If you roll a number that is already colored in,  you lose that turn.  Have fun and good luck!!!  Remember to use your good sportsmanship.  


Variations of the game:


Explain the use of strategy of which soccer ball to color in.  Have them write the equation how they got their answer on a separate sheet of paper.  The partner can give a smiley face if correct.  


They could roll one die and predict what the other die would have to be in order to fill in a ball.


Use the same gameboard and be the first person to have three balls that are attached colored in.
