Project: Tell a story through the use of Garageband sound effects, jingles, etc.  

Composition requirements:

1) Composition must be at least 1 minute long.  

2) The composition must include at least 6 different sound effect tracks.

3) Students must create an effect on at least one of the instrument tracks at some point during the piece (fading in and out, adjusting the equalizer, etc.)

4) Once the composition is complete, students will turn in a 1-paragraph (5-7 sentences) essay on what story they are telling, and why they chose the specific sound effects and instrument tracks used in the story.  Students will answer the question, how might this project help you later in life with the use of technology?

5) Students will present and explain their story during semester test time.
