$10,000,000 Expository Five-Paragraph Essay Writing Assignment
     Congratulations!  You are the winner of ten million dollars!  That’s a whopping $333,000 per year for the next thirty years.  To put it another way, that’s $27,750 a month, or $6.937.50 a week, or $991.07 a day, or $41.00 an hour.  

     Your task is to write an expository paper telling the reader how you would choose to spend ten million dollars.  The first step will be crafting a prewriting journal entry.   The journal entry should outline the following:  trips on which you would go, purchases you would make, and charities to which you would donate.  

     After prewriting, we will take class time to fill out the “Five Paragraph Essay Outline.”  One side of the outline handout will remind you of the essential components a five-paragraph essay must have, and the other side will become the outline of your essay.  Once the outline is complete, use it and the rubric on the back of this handout to complete your paper.

FAQ (Frequently Asked Questions)

· Yes, you do need to give some money to a charity.

· You do not have to spend all of the money.

· Try to be realistic.  What would you really do in this situation?

· Do I pay taxes on the money?  In the real world, about 20% of the money would be taken for taxes.  Since this is a hypothetical situation about which you are writing, you may choose to estimate for taxes or choose not to worry about this factor.
